might happen. Not so Polo, with eight riders at any one time, the game =8

can be end to end and side to side in sa plit second. I've tracked many
shots only for the action action to veer off out of frame just as I was

about to trip the shutter so a rule of thumb is to shoot first, edit later!
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Carriage Driving doesn’t seem to draw the same level of photographic
attention other equestrian events attract although it seems to be a
popular pastime. Maybe it seems a little tame next to Cross-Country,

fyet. The carriages themselves offer plenty of opportunities to go in close g
and pick out the details.
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
